INTRODUCTION

The Directors of the Company wish to seek Shareholders’ approval for the proposed renewal of the Share Purchase Mandate
("Proposal’) at the AGM to be held on 28 April 2022 at 10.30 a.m., by way of electronic means.

The purpose of this Appendix, to be circulated to Shareholders together with the Notice of AGM, is to provide Shareholders with
relevant information pertaining to the Proposal to be tabled at the AGM.

THE PROPOSED RENEWAL OF THE SHARE PURCHASE MANDATE
Background and Shareholders’ Approval

At the AGM of the Company held on 28 April 2021, Shareholders had approved a general and unconditional mandate to enable
the Company to purchase or otherwise acquire its issued Shares (the “2021 Share Purchase Mandate”). The 2021 Share Purchase
Mandate will expire on the date of the forthcoming AGM to be held on 28 April 2022 and the Directors propose that the 2021 Share
Purchase Mandate be renewed at the forthcoming AGM. If approved, the Share Purchase Mandate will take effect from the date of
the AGM and continue in force until the conclusion of the next AGM or such date as the next AGM is required to be held, unless
prior thereto, Share buybacks are carried out to the full extent mandated or the Share Purchase Mandate is revoked or varied by the
Company in general meeting. The Share Purchase Mandate may be put to Shareholders for renewal at each subsequent AGM.

Rationale

The Share Purchase Mandate will allow the Company the flexibility to purchase or acquire Shares if and when circumstances permit.
Share purchases or acquisitions provide the Company and its Directors with an easy mechanism to facilitate the return of surplus cash
over and above its ordinary capital requirements in an expedient and cost-efficient manner. The purchase or acquisition of Shares may,
depending on market conditions and funding arrangements, lead to an enhancement of the earnings per Share and/or NTA per Share.

Share purchases or acquisitions also allow the Company to exercise greater control over its share capital structure, dividend policy and
cash reserves with a view to enhance the earnings per Share and/or NTA per Share. The Share Purchase Mandate will further give the
Company the opportunity to purchase or acquire Shares when such Shares are undervalued and help to buffer short-term share price
volatility and offset the effects of share price speculation, thereby boosting the confidence of the Shareholders, employees, lenders
and other stakeholders.
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If and when circumstances permit, the Directors will decide whether to effect the Share purchases or acquisitions via Market Purchases
or Off-Market Purchases, after taking into account the amount of surplus cash available, the then prevailing market conditions and the
most cost effective and efficient approach.

The Directors will only make purchases or acquisitions of Shares pursuant to the Share Purchase Mandate when they consider it to be in
the best interests of the Company and in circumstances which they believe will not result in any material adverse effect on the financial
position of the Company or the Group, or result in the Company being delisted from the SGX-ST.

Authority and Limits on the Share Purchase Mandate

The authority and limits placed on purchases of Shares by the Company under the Share Purchase Mandate, are summarised below:

Maximum Number of Shares

Only Shares which are issued and fully paid up may be purchased or acquired by the Company.

The total number of Shares that may be purchased or acquired under the Share Purchase Mandate will not exceed:

(i) within any period of six (6) months, 1.5% of the issued Shares of the Company; and

(i) within the entire Relevant Period, 3% of the issued Shares of the Company,

as at the date of the AGM at which the renewal of the Share Purchase Mandate is approved (the "“Approval Date”), unless the
Company has effected a reduction of the share capital of the Company in accordance with the applicable provisions of the
Cayman Companies Law at any time during the Relevant Period or within any one (1) financial year of the Company, whichever
is the earlier, in which event the issued ordinary share capital of the Company shall be taken to be the amount of the issued
ordinary share capital of the Company as altered. Any of the Company’s Shares which are held as treasury shares and/or held
by a subsidiary of the Company in accordance with the provisions of the Companies Act, will be disregarded for purposes of

computing the 3% limit.

For illustrative purposes only, on the basis of 1,500,667,440 Shares in issue as at the Latest Practicable Date and assuming that no
further Shares are issued or cancelled on or prior to the AGM:

(i) not more than 22,510,011 Shares (representing approximately 1.5% of the issued share capital of the Company as at that
date) may be purchased by the Company pursuant to the proposed Share Purchase Mandate within any period of six (6)
months; and

(i) not more than 45,020,023 Shares (representing approximately 3% of the issued share capital of the Company as at that
date) may be purchased by the Company pursuant to the proposed Share Purchase Mandate within the entire Relevant
Period. As at the Latest Practicable Date, the Company is not holding any Shares as treasury shares.

Duration of Authority

Share purchases or acquisitions pursuant to the Share Purchase Mandate may be made, at any time and from time to time, on
and from the Approval Date, up to:

(i) the conclusion of the next AGM of the Company; or
(i) the date on which the next AGM is required to be held; or
(i) the date on which such Share purchases or acquisitions are carried out to the full extent mandated; or

(iv)  the date on which the authority conferred by the Share Purchase Mandate is revoked or varied by Shareholders in a general
meeting,

whichever is the earliest (the “Relevant Period”).

Cancellation of Shares

A Share purchased or acquired by the Company is, unless held as a treasury share in accordance with the Cayman Companies
Law, treated as cancelled immediately on purchase or acquisition. On such cancellation, all rights and privileges attached to
that Share will expire and the Company’s issued share capital (but not its authorised share capital) shall be diminished by the
nominal value of that Share. Accordingly, the total number of issued Shares, but not the Company’s authorised share capital, will
be diminished by the number of Shares purchased or acquired by the Company which are cancelled.

The Listing Manual specifies that a listed company shall report all purchases or acquisitions of its shares to the SGX-ST not later
than 9.00 a.m. (a) in the case of a market acquisition, on the Market Day following the date of purchase or acquisition of any of its
shares; and (b) in the case of an off-market acquisition under an equal access scheme, on the second Market Day after the close
of acceptances of the offer.

However, Article 3(2) of the Articles provides that the Company must make an announcement to the SGX-ST of any purchase or
acquisition by the Company of its own Shares on the Market Day following the day of such purchase or acquisition.

The notification of such purchases or acquisitions to the SGX-ST shall be in such form and shall include such details as may be
prescribed by the SGX-ST in the Listing Manual. The Company shall make arrangements with its stockbrokers to ensure that
they provide the Company in a timely fashion with the necessary information which will enable the Company to make the
notifications to the SGX-ST.

For an Off-Market Purchase, the Listing Manual requires that the listed company issue an offer document to all shareholders
containing the information as set out in Paragraph 2.3.3(iii) above.

292 As at the Latest Practicable Date, there are 255,151,200 Shares in the hands of the public, representing approximately 17.00%
of the issued Shares of the Company. Assuming that the Company purchases its Shares up to the full 3% limit pursuant to the
Share Purchase Mandate, the number of Shares in the hands of the public would be reduced to 210,131,177 Shares, representing
14.44% of the remaining issued Shares of the Company (on the assumption that the purchased Shares are cancelled and not held
as treasury shares). As such, the Company will continue to remain in compliance with Rule 723 of the Listing Manual even if the
Company purchases its Shares up to the full 3% limit pursuant to the Share Purchase Mandate.

293 In undertaking any purchases of its Shares, the Directors will use their best efforts to ensure that a sufficient number of Shares
remain in public hands so that the share purchase(s) will not:

(i) affect the listing status of the Shares on the SGX-ST,
(i) cause market illiquidity; or
(i) affect the orderly trading of the Shares.

294 While the Listing Manual does not expressly prohibit any purchase of shares by a listed company during any particular time or
times, because a listed company would be regarded as an “insider” in relation to any proposed purchase or acquisition of its
issued shares, the Company will not undertake any purchase or acquisition of Shares pursuant to the proposed Share Purchase
Mandate at any time after any matter of a price sensitive nature has occurred or has been the subject of a consideration and/or
decision of the board of directors of the Company until the price sensitive information has been publicly announced. In addition,
in line with the best practices guide on securities dealings issued by the SGX-ST, the Company, its Directors, its officers and all
employees of the Group will not purchase or acquire any Shares during the period of:

(i) insofarasthe Company does not announce its quarterly financial statements, one (1) month immediately preceding, and
including the date of, the announcement of the Company's half-year and full year financial statements; and

(i) insofarasthe Company announces its quarterly financial statements (whether required by the SGX-ST or otherwise), two
(2) weeks immediately preceding, and including the date of, the announcement of the Company’s financial statements for
each of the first three quarters of its financial year, and one (1) month immediately preceding, and including the date of,
the announcement of the Company's full year financial statements.

210 Implications under the Takeover Code

2101 The resultant increase in the percentage of voting rights held by a Shareholder and persons acting in concert with him,
following the purchase of Shares by the Company, will be treated as an acquisition for the purposes of Rule 14 of the Takeover
Code ("Rule 14"). Consequently, depending on the number of Shares purchased by the Company and the total number of
Shares issued by the Company at that time, a Shareholder or group of Shareholders acting in concert with each other could
obtain or consolidate control of the Company and could become obliged to make an offer under Rule 14.

2102 Under the Takeover Code, persons acting in concert comprise individuals or companies who, pursuant to an agreement or
understanding (whether formal or informal) co-operate, through the acquisition by any of them of shares in a company to obtain
or consolidate control of that company. Unless the contrary is established, the following persons, inter alia, will be presumed to
be acting in concert:
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()  a company with its parent company, subsidiaries, its fellow subsidiaries, any associated companies of the foregoing
companies, and any company whose associated companies include any of the foregoing companies;

(i) acompany with any of its directors (together with their close relatives, related trusts as well as companies controlled by any
of the directors, their close relatives and related trusts); and

(i) an individual, his close relatives, his related trusts and any person who is accustomed to act in accordance with his
instructions, companies controlled by any of foregoing persons, and any person who has provided financial assistance
(other than a bank in the ordinary course of business) to any of the aforesaid for the purchase of voting rights.

For this purpose, ownership or control of at least 20% but not more than 50% of the voting rights of a company will be regarded
as the test of associated company status.

2103 The circumstances under which Shareholders (including Directors) and persons acting in concert with them respectively will
incur an obligation to make a general offer under Rule 14 after a purchase or acquisition of Shares by the Company are set out in
Rule 14 and Appendix 2 of the Takeover Code ("“Appendix 2").

2104 In general terms, the effect of Rule 14 and Appendix 2 is that, unless exempted, Directors and persons acting in concert with
them will incur an obligation to make a general offer under Rule 14 if, as a result of the Company purchasing or acquiring Shares,
the voting rights of such Directors and their concert parties would increase to 30% or more, or if the voting rights of such
Directors and their concert parties fall between 30% and 50% of the Company’s voting rights, the voting rights of such Directors
and their concert parties would increase by more than 1% in any period of six (6) months.

2105 Under Appendix 2, a Shareholder who is not acting in concert with the Directors will not be required to make a general offer
under Rule 14 if, as a result of the Company purchasing or acquiring its Shares, the voting rights of such Shareholder would
increase to 30% or more, or if such Shareholder holds between 30% and 50% of the Company’s voting rights, the voting rights
of such Shareholder would increase by more than 1% in any period of six (6) months. Such Shareholder need not abstain from
voting in respect of the resolution authorising the proposed Share Purchase Mandate, unless so required under the Cayman
Companies Law.

2106 Shareholders (including Directors) and their concert parties who hold more than 50% of the Company’s voting rights are under no
obligation to make a general offer under Rule 14 if the voting rights of such Shareholders and their concert parties were to increase as a
result of the Company purchasing or acquiring its Shares.

2107 The interests of the Directors and Substantial Shareholders of the Company, and where applicable, their relationship with respect
to each other, are set out in Paragraph 3 below.

2108 Although the terms of the Share Purchase Mandate allow the Company to purchase up to 45,020,023 Shares (representing 3% of
the issued share capital of the Company as at the Latest Practicable Date), such purchase of Shares would be further subject to
a sub-limit of 22,510,011 Shares (representing 1.5% of the issued share capital of the Company as at the Latest Practicable Date)
within any period of six (6) months.

2109 Accordingly, based on the number of Shares held by the Directors and Substantial Shareholders of the Company as at the Latest
Practicable Date, the purchase by the Company of the maximum limit of 3% of its issued share capital would not cause:

(i) the voting rights of any Director or Substantial Shareholder to increase to 30% or more; or

(i) inrespect of a Director or Substantial Shareholder who holds between 30% and 50% of the Company’s voting rights, the
voting rights of such Shareholder to increase by more than 1% in any period of six (6) months.

21010The Cheo Family Directors have undertaken to simultaneously reduce their collective interest by 1 Share for every 2 Shares
purchased by the Company.

21011 As at the Latest Practicable Date, taking into account the arrangements in Paragraph 2.10.9 and 2.10.10, the Directors are not aware
of any Shareholder or group of Shareholders acting in concert who may become obligated to make a mandatory offer under the
Takeover Code in the event that the Company purchases the maximum number of Shares under the Share Purchase Mandate.

Shareholders who are in any doubt as to whether they would incur any obligations to make a take-over offer as a result of

any purchase of Shares by the Company pursuant to the Share Purchase Mandate are advised to consult their professional
advisers before they acquire any Shares in the Company during the period when the Share Purchase Mandate is in force.
